Xspand your World Complete Sample Bank 1,2 and 3

Because this ALL file features almost 400 MB of new sample waveforms, you will need to
have 512 MB of DIMM RAM installed in your Motif XS to load the data.

Information about included sounds in Bank 1

S90 ES Piano - The S90ES piano is one of Yamaha’s most popular sampled piano
sounds. The samples feature an S700 $250,000 hand crafted piano, which provides a
spacious, warm sound perfect for intimate jazz, classical and solo piano work. Because it
was designed for S90ES internal ROM, it has been looped using Yamaha’s proprietary
looping tools, reducing the size without minimizing its unique character.

Brass and Winds - Includes trumpets, flugelhorn, soprano, alto and tenor sax, sax
sections, clarinets, oboes, harmonica, accordion and pan flutes. Many of these have
multiple articulations and playing styles to take advantage of the workstation’s Expanded
Articulation engine, creating incredibly realistic recreations of acoustic instruments.
Different mutes, sax sections, stereo brass falls, and a variety of different vibratos are all
part of this collection.

Vocals and Choirs - The Vocal and Choir samples in the XS sample pack feature Scat
Vocals, Gospel, and multiple choir sounds, including humming. These can be combined
with the internal vocal sounds to give a stunning variety of life-like vocal articulations.
The Scat Live sound has multiple voices in different velocity layers ( Do, Bah, Duh, etc)

Strings - Two new ensemble strings were selected to add to the variety of ensembles
available in the internal ROM.

XStras - This file also includes 150 arpeggios from the Keyfax Twiddly.Bits libraries
including new guitar strumming patterns, conga patterns and drum patterns from a variety
of styles. In the Pattern Mode are 16 sliced audio files taken from Sonic Reality’s Groove

Packs. Finally there are 20 new Performances showing off some of the new sounds.

Solo clarinet.

A8 — C.O. Soprano Sax

Solo soprano saxophone.

A9 — C.O. ClassicalTrumpet

Solo concert trumpet.

A10 - C.O. French Horn

Solo French horn.

A11 - C.O. Brass Orchestra

Large brass orchestra sound.

A12 - C.O. Reed Chord

Reeds playing a minor chord plus an octave.
A13 - C.O. Celesta



Celesta keyboard instrument.

Al14 — C.0.GranCassa/Cymbals

Three-zone voice — Gran Cassa (bass drum) from CO to B2, hand-held cymbal
crash from C3 to B4, and hand-held cymbal choke from C5 to G8.

A15 - C.0. ConcrtWoodSnare

Wood shell concert snare drum.

A16 — C.0O. CymbalRoll/Crash

Split voice with suspended cymbal mallet roll below C3, and suspended cymbal
mallet crash above C3.

B1 - C.O. Orchestra Hit

Dynamic, high-impact orchestra hit.

USER 1, B2 to B4 — BRASS voices.

B2 — BRS Piccolo Trumpet

Solo piccolo trumpet. AF1 Switch = “fall” effect”.. AF2 Switch = “up” effect.
B3 - BRS Trombone

Solo trombone. AF1 Switch = “Fall” effect.

B4 — BRS Flugelhorn

Solo flugelhorn.

BS — BRS Trumpets

Trumpet section.

USER 1, B5 to B8 - ORCHESTRAL STRINGS voices.

B6 — O.S. Violin
Solo violin.

B7 - 0O.S. Cello
Solo Cello
B8 - O.S. Rosin

String quartet sound.

USER 1,B9 to B13 — RENAISSANCE/FOLK
INSTRUMENTS voices.

B9 — R.F. Hammer Dulcimer

Hammer dulcimer played with mallets. Harder velocities cause trilling effect.
AF1 Switch = double-strike notes.

B10 - R.F. Harp Gliss

Plucked concert harp glissandos.

B11 - Zither Strums

Strummed zither chords. Minor chords up to B2, major chords from C3 on up.
B12 - R.F. Joos Harp

Joos harp sound. (sometimes called “mouth harp”).

B13 - R.F. Mandolin Tremolo

Mandolin with tremolo (rapid double-picking effect

B14 — ML.P. Cathedral

4-manual, 92-rank McClane pipe organ located at Baylor University, Texas, USA.
B15 — M.P. Toccata

Full rank sound, for playing Bach’s “Toccata and Fugue in D Minor” and other
similar organ pieces.



B16 — ML.P. Great
Pipe organ “great” stop setting.

USER 1,C1to C6 — VINTAGE KEYS voices.

C1 - V.K. Rhodes Suitcase

Fender Rhodes “Suitcase” 73 electric piano.

C2 - V.K. Wurlitzer 129

Wourlitzer model 129 electric piano (known as “the Woodie” due to its wooden
case).

C3 - V.K. Clavinet D6

Hohner Clavinet D6

C4 - V.K. Mellotron

Mellotron Model 400 A vintage string synthesizer that used pre-recorded tapes to
play back string and other orchestral sounds.

CS5 - V.K. Mini 3-osc Sth

Minimoog solo synthesizer set up for “5th Lead” 3-oscialltor solo sound.

C6 - V.K. Jump

The famous synth sound from Van Halen’s classic hit “Jump”.

USER 1,C7to C9 — B’s KNEES voices.

C7 - B.K. Leakage

Characteristic Hammond B3 sound with “leakage”, caused by
tonewheel/magnetic field interaction. AF 1 Switch = vibrato on/off.

C8 - B.K. Jazz Slow

Smooth “jazz” organ. AF 1 Switch = vibrato on/off.

C9 -B.K. Burn Marks

Noisy, whirring, “Beat-up” Hammond organ with that “in da club” vibe.
AF1 Switch = vibrato on/off.

C10 — B.K. Purple Smoke

The organ sound from Deep Purple’s classic hit, “Smoke On The Water”.
AF1 Switch = vibrato on/off.

USER 1,C11 to C13 — AXXE voices

C11 - AX Slash & Burn

Modern rock power chord guitar, through a Marshall JVM410H 100 Watt amp. At
lower velocities the single note “chunk” sounds, at harder velocities the power
chord kicks in. Knob 1 controls power chord strum speed. Knob 2 controls delay
effect amount.

C12 - AX Tweed

Gibson guitar thru Fender tweed re-issue tube amp. Knob 1 controls strum
speed, Knob 2 controls echo and reverb amount.

C13 — AX Taylor Strum

Strummed Taylor 710CE acoustic guitar. Chord type — Major. Knob 1 controls
strum speed, Knob 2 is unassigned. Assignable Function Switch 1 changes
chord type.

USER 1,C14 to C16 — PULSE voices

C14 - PLS Warwick/SWR
Warwick electric bass through SWR bass head and Hartke cabinet.
C15 - PLS Owng Filter



“Owng” filtered bass sound from a Moog Minimoog.

C16 - PLS Pad Bass

Smooth, chorused, dark and warm synth bass, good for low drones, dramatic
intros, etc.

USER 1,D1 to D2 — AIR voices

D1 - AIR D50 Fantasia

The most famous sound from the Roland D-50 digital synthesizer (circa 1987).
Metallic bell timbres and sustaining analog pad combination.

D2 - AIR Deep Underground

Dark, brooding “underground urban cavern” soundscape.

USER 1,D3 to D10 — MO SKOOL 2 yoices.

D3 - M.S. 2 N Patrol

“Low slung” West Coast rap/hip-hop audio beat . Tempo - 85 bpm.

D4 - M.S. 2 Ice Cold

Jumpin’ drive-by “big tire” jeep beat. Tempo — 101 bpm.

D5 - M.S.2 Bouncing Grills

Bouncing, bobbing “lo-rider” lifter beat. Temp[o — 121 bpm

D6 — M.S.2 Stay High

Punchy party beat with vocal “gotta stay high”’shout-outs. Tempo - 143 bpm.

D7 - M.S.2 Robot Beat

Synthetic “vocoder” style “robot beat. Tempo — 100 bpm

D8 — M.S.2 X-Files Of Rap

Snaky, “off-kilter” rap beat with stuttered metallic sound efx and rap vocalization.
Tempo - 126 bpm.

D9 - M.S.2 ConstructionKit

“Construction” drum kit created from sliced audio drum groove. Various drum and
percussion elements distributed across the keyboard.

D10 — M.S.2 Turntable FX

Various needle drops and turntable scratching effects.

USER 1,D11 to D16 — ACTION SOUND FX/FOLEY voices.

D11 - SFX Glassbreak
Breaking glass sound effect.

D12 — SFX Helicopters

Helicopter sound effects — two different helicopters, one below C3, the other
above C3.

D13 - SFX Car Start

“Car starting” sound effects. Split voice — car starter “cranks” below C3, car
“starts and runs” above C3.

D14 — SFX Jet Landing

“Jet landing” sound effect.

D15 - SFX TireScreech/Crash

Tire screech and crash sound effects.

D16 — SFX Off The Hook

Phone “dial tone” and “Off the hook” sound effects.
